Pupils investigate farming within
the local area or village comparing
the lives, technology and culture of
the Victorian era, 40s, 50s,
present and future farming
communities. Pupils should
present a timeline of their findings
as either a play, song, film orlive
action performance.

Improving My School Grounds

Pupils come up with ideas to
improve their school grounds. This
might include planting containers,
redeveloping a whole area or
developing a vegetable garden.

Design a Healthy School Dinner

Pupils study healthy eating and
diet, and use their knowledge to
design a healthy 2-course meal
that could be served at school.
This could be a meal made up of
caurses developed by different
pupils or a meal created by using
the best ideas of the whole class.
